Jason Prystowsky, a Danville, California native graduated PRI O N [
from UCSB in 1998 and traveled to the war torn hinterlands of =
Sudan for his Medecins Sans Frontires (MSF) mission.

After graduating from medical school at Northwestern in

Chicago and doing his residency at Atlanta’s Emory Univer-
sity, Prystowsky worked throughout 2007 in Cottage Hospital’s
emergency room - where he still does the occasional shift - and
saved up money for his MSF journey by sleeping on people’s
couches. Then, for the better part of 2008 and into 2009, Prys-
towsky spent nine months in southern Sudan, sleeping in a mud
hut, listening to the frequent sound of AK-47 fire, and treating
everything from gunshot wounds and hemorrhaging mothers to
kids dying from tetanus and all ages struggling with tuberculosis.

Jason is a physician, trained in Emergency Medicine, who
has been working overseas in Palestine and Sudan to bring
humanitarian aid to those caught in the crossfire of conflict. He UCSB grad and occasional Cottage
is a graduate of UCSB who has returned to Santa Barbara to [EEaUE SIEIRSIRelIe (IEVEETI o g% (4%
teach and practice medicine.
